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Arriving by car: 

The red line shows the route from the main entrance of the University to the on-

campus multi-storey carpark. You can park there all day. It is approximately 7 

minutes walk from the carpark to the LCDU.  

There is also on-street parking on Woodhouse Lane, free for one hour. These 

spaces are closer to the LCDU (2 minute walk) but spaces aren't guaranteed. 

Option 1: Parking in the on-campus multi-storey car park: 

 

 

 

1. Heading up the A660 Woodhouse Lane, turn left into the main campus 

entrance 
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2.  Explain to the reception staff that youôre here to visit the Leeds Child    

Development Unit, then drive straight on down Cavendish Road 

 

 

 

3. Bear left onto Hillary Place 
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4. Bear right onto Vernon Road. Youôll see the carpark (silver building) at the 

end of this road. Drive round the corner and youôll see the car park entrance.  

 

 

5. Park up and make your way to the LCDU (see next step). We will explain how 

to pay for parking when we meet you. 
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6. Head back along Vernon Road and Hilary Place. Turn right at the end and 

then immediate left up Beech Grove Terrace (between the Ziff building and 

Michael Sadler Building). We will meet you at the end of Beech Grove 

Terrace at the top of the staircase. 
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Arriving by car: 

Option 2: On-street parking on Woodhouse Lane 

 

1. Alternative on-street parking on Woodhouse Lane is opposite the Parkinson 

steps. You can park here (see red line and arrows below) for free for one 

hour. It is closer to the lab (2 min walk) but spaces aren't guaranteed.
